Rite 2 of Reconciliation (also called the Second 
Rite of the Sacrament of Penance) is a communal 
celebration of confession in the Catholic Church, 
where people come together as a community to  
prepare for forgiveness — but each person still  
confesses individually to a priest and receives  
individual absolution.  

We have always read and heard John the Baptist’s fiery words of  
conviction, leading people to repent of their sins to be ready for the  
coming of the M essiah. He castigated scribes and Pharisees for their  
injustices. He spoke out firmly against King Herod who took his  
brother’s wife for his own. Yet now, he sounded like he had misgivings 
about Jesus as the awaited One. From his prison, where Herod had held 
him since he was arrested, John the Baptist sent his disciples to Jesus 
with a single question: “Are you the One who is to come, or should we look for another?” 
 

The imprisonment he was going through could have shattered John’s strength, physical and  
otherw ise. His human spirit, no matter how strong, is still human, and it has its own limits. John 
could have thought: If he was doing God’s work, and if Jesus was the powerful Messiah who comes 
from God, why is he not benefitting from this might and strength of God? Why did Jesus not work 
for him a miracle of deliverance from Herod and from prison? The blind regain their sight, the lame 
walk, lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are raised — but what about him who had served 
God w ith the spirit of Elijah? 
 

Prayer life goes through a cycle of ups and downs, but also the whole of our spiritual life. There are 
times for progress, for stagnation, for slow phase, for regress. Nothing is sure until we have finished 
our travel in this world. We need patience and perseverance in everything, and even w ith ourselves.  
 

 Keep me in Your loving hands, Lord, that I may continue persevering in my journey to You.  
Amen. 

Lord Jesus, we thank You for the gift of Fr Carlo and his priesthood. On his  
Ordination Anniversary, we pray for deep faith, burning love, and  

unwavering hope for him. Bless him abundantly, that he w ill always be
